We encourage you to review the following guidelines and if you qualify, to submit an application
by the deadline date of March 20th, 2015.

To qualify for the scholarship, a student must meet the following:

a. Planto be enrolled in an accredited, school or institution of higher learning for the 2015/2016
academic year.

b. Be pursuing a degree or certificate in agriculture, which shall for the purpose of this award
include Production Agriculture, Agri-Business and Finance, and related fields.

€. Must be a current, graduating junior/senior or a student who has successfully completed
home study at the level to enter college or who has received within the current calendar year,
a GED (Graduate Equivalent Degree) and be between the ages of 16 and 19.

Scholarship recipient selection shall be made from qualifying applicants based on the following criteria;

1. The submission and content of a 200 word maximum essay responding to the question “How
do you see agriculture in the future and how will you fit in that picture?”

2. Involvement in non-academic activities.

3. The receipt and content of two “Statements of Character”; one to be completed by a member
of the applicant’s school administration and the other by someone outside of the school
system.

4. Submission of the applicants’ class (grade ) transcript; for the purpose of reviewing the
curriculum completed, and as such, grades need not be a part of the transcript.

5. Submission of the application by the deadline date of March 20th, 2015.

Once selected, the student’s high school guidance counselor will be notified and announcement to the
student will be made In the manner established by the school and counselor.

Prior to making payment of the award, the selected student will need to provide proof of enroliment in an
institution of higher learning to Kearney Farm Expo, Inc. The payment will be made directly to the school
upon verification of enroliment of the student.
